Susana Solano (Barcelona, 1946) es una de las protagonistas destacadas de la

renovacion de la escultura espafiola de los afios ochenta.

Estudio en la Facultad de Bellas Artes de Barcelona, donde después impartid clases como
docente entre 1981 y 1987. Comenzd su trayectoria artistica primero con la pintura y luego
con la escultura. Su reconocimiento internacional llega con su participacion en
la Documenta de Kassel VIII de 1987 y, un aio después, en la Bienal de Venecia de 1988. En
ese mismo ano obtuvo el Premio Nacional de las Artes Plasticas (Espafia). Desde entonces,
como premio a su trayectoria, ha recibido otros galardones como el Premio CEOE a las

Artes, Madrid (1996) y el Premio GAC por su trayectoria artistica, Barcelona (2015).

Su obra forma parte de numerosas colecciones de rango nacional e internacional.

También ha expuesto en numerosos museos e instituciones como la Fundacion Joan Miro.
Barcelona (Espafia), Centro de Arte Reina Sofia, Madrid (Espafa), San Francisco Museum of
Modern Art. San Francisco (USA), Centre National d Art Contemporain de Grenoble
(Francia), NBK Neuer Berliner Kunstverein. Berlin (Alemania), Museum Moderner Kunst
Stiftung Ludwig, Viena (Austria), MACBA Barcelona, Museo Guggenheim. Bilbao (Espafia),
MoMA The Museum of Modern Art, New York (USA) y también en el Certamen Skulptur

Projekte in Miinster, 1987 (Alemania).



Susana Solano (Barcelona 1946) was a leading figure in the revival of Spanish

sculpture in the 1980’s.

She studied Fine Arts in Barcelona, where later between 1981 and 1987 she took up a teaching
post. Susana Solano began her artistic career with painting and later moved onto sculpture.
She gained international renown when she exhibited at the Documenta VIII in Kassel,
Germany, in 1987 and again in 1988 when she exhibited at the Venice Biennale. In that same
year she also won the Spanish National Art Prize (Premio Nacional de las Artes Plasticas).
Since then, the artist has received numerous prizes including the Premio CECO a las Artes,
Madrid, in 1996 and the Premio GAC, Barcelona, in 2015, in recognition of her artistic career

as a whole.

Her work makes up part of both national and international collections.

Susana Solana has exhibited her pieces in a number of museums and institutions. These
include the Joan Miré Foundation in Barcelona (Spain), the Centro de Arte Reina Sofia in
Madrid (Spain), San Francisco Museum of Modern Art in San Francisco (USA), The Centre
National d"Art Contemporain de Grenoble (France), NBK Neuer Berliner Kunstverein in Berlin
(Germany), Museum Moderner Kunst Stiftung Ludwig in Vienna (Austria), MACBA Barcelona
(Spain), the Guggenheim Museum in Bilbao (Spain), The Museum of Modern Art (MoMA),
New York (USA) and also at the Skulptur Projekte in Miinster competition in Germany in 1987.
